There never is an easy way to introduce one’s self when asking for support.  Rather than telephone, a choice was made to write this brief letter about “what was achieved for our National Guard and Reserve Forces" repairing John Kerry’s damage to our nation’s military perceptions.

This action has gone unmatched, just waiting to be executed again – this time for Entrepreneurs.


Not only as commander of several USAR and ARNG Public Affairs Detachments from 1969 thru 1976, this effort was implemented as Account Supervisor with several NY and Washington area Advertising agencies personally delivering Public Service Announcements (PSA’s).  Nine Agency Field Executives visited 750 of our nation’s television stations and many of those 1500 radio stations.  Through 3-hour seminars in every state, each ARNG and ANG recruiter was trained in creating and placing “free” PSA’s in local media.  Unit vacancies and billets filled from 65% to 110% within weeks of airing national and targeted State PSA’s.

Our goal was to change public perceptions for our troops as they disembarked their return flights home without them having to change clothes or persona.  It was to be a 36-month program.  The goal was achieved in less than 18 months by reaching out to influencers such as: news anchors, clergy, family, teachers and community leaders who avoided serving.


Now, "I" need similar support to once again rebuild America’s future through “Entrepreneurs” and revisit our patriotism lost to bi-partisan politics. It has always been a rule of thumb that politics has no place in military.  Nevertheless, it always has.  Our Citizen-Soldiers have more at stake than any other Americans. Some of us are quite familiar with how; frequent duty and call-ups interrupt entrepreneurial - soldiers’ - cash flow, and family, each time they leave home to serve.
